A BOSTONJ.ANDMARK.
The Graithopper Wsathar Van* Parch*

•d Atop Fantuil Hall.
Perched on the cupola of Faneull

hall is a ftraRnuopiHT weather vane
which Is uot only one of the oldest
vanes In the country, but Is famous
as the product of one of America's
earliest woodcurvpra and artisans.
Shem Drownp of Bimton.

Drowne's shop was on Ann street In
the north end.

Of the many runes be made only
three are now Known to be In ex-
Uteoce—toe <jne on the Shepard Me-
morial church In Cambridge, which
formerly was on the steeple of the
New Brick church on Hnnover street
In this city and known us the revenge
vane; the one In the collection of the
Massachusetts Historical society, a rel-
ic of the old Boston province house,
and the one on Faneull ball.

This grasshopper of copper, hammer-
ed out by hand, bos large glassy eyes,
which in the sunlight shine like fire.
It was made In 1T42 nt the order of
Peter Paneuil when the hall, his gift
to the town, was nearing completion.

It has not, however, lived a life of
unbroken peace, for several times It
bas been near destruction. In 1TS5,
when Boston was shaken by an earth-
quake, the vane fell to the ground, but
after being supplied with a new leg by
the son of the man who made It It was
replaced.

Five years later Funeull ball was
seriously damaged by lire, but the
vane remained Intact and when the
ball was rebuilt the grasshopper was
once more given the place of honor.

Another disaster befell it when in
1889 a Sag was being raised to cele-
brate the anniversary of the evacua-
tion of the city by the British. The hop-
per hopped to the street below. But
In a few days It hopped right, back
again, nnd there It has remained ever
since, with the exception of an occa-
sional removal for repairs. — Boston
Globe.

The complaintants have set in mo
ion the present statutory proceeding

by filing their bill of complaint in
iqulty, framed under the 29th section

of the General Railroad law of this
state (P. L. 1903, p. 600).

The principal object of the suit (as
must conclusively be Inferred from the
terms of the decree in their favor
brought up for .eview) is, to compel
he defendant railroad Companies to

widen a public highway in the Bor-
ough of South Amboy, N. J., known as
Rldgeway or Stevens Avenue, at a
point in it called in the Petition at-
ached eo the bill, "The Hole in the

Wall." The decree appealed from If
enforced according to its terms, will
ject the defendants from the pos

session of a parcel of land at least
nineteen feet in width and of an unde-
fined lengeh, which has been, admitt-
dly in their exclusive and peaceable
iccupation for more than sixty years
ast pase. The questions involved in
his appeal, therefore, are of impor-

tance both in fact, and in principle.
In the year of 1832, in the earliest

days of railroad building in this coun-
try and the world, tho Camden and
Amboy Railroad Company fi'st built
its railroad, and laid down the rails of
its tracks at the place in controversy,
"'hey built it across an old road, or
rift way, which has since grown into

Rldgeway Avenue. This old road in
832, was merely a single track wagon

way, used by the public In driving
orses and wagons over the railroad
rack, and remained the same width
nd condition until the year 1857—a
>eriod of 25 years—when the defend-
nts, acting, doubtlessly, for their own
nterests as well as for those of the
niblic, widened Its limits by construct-
ing at right angles with the road, two
tone wall abutments, 14 feet apart,
ind then elevating and placing their
allroad tracks upon the top of the
butment walls, sufficiently high and

;attle over it, and under the railroad,
