OLD HOME DAT IN US HISTORY
Thousands of People Come by Train and Trolley to loin in Celebration

of OM Hone Day—Program Carried Out to the Letter—Festivities
Kept Up Until Late in the Evening-Everybody Pleased With the
Demonstration.

With people coming from, all over
this and other States to join in the
merrymaking and to participate in
the general holiday of our citizens,
the Old Home Day celebration in this
city passed into history last Satur
day .as being the largest, greatest and
grandest event that the city has ever
seen. Every train and trolley had
Its quota of visitors to unload and 1
truly seemed that "all roads led to
South Amboy" on this day. Thou-
sands upon thousands of people
thronged the streets as the day drew
to a close, and in the evening when
the crowds that surged from place to
place reached the maximum the side-
walks were literally jammed. The
abundance of confetti and the noise-
makers that were in use, the decora-
tions of the buildings, both stores and
homea, the .general holiday spirit
that seemed to be abroad, the parades
and other features of the attractive
programme arranged made the day
one long to be remembered by all.

Wo Disorder on Accidents.

Notwithstanding the size of the
crowds that thronged the streets dur-
ing the parades and the fire engine
exhibition and the unusually heavy
through automobile traffic the day
passed without a single accident of
any kind to mar the serenity of the
celebrants. ' The extra police officers,
of which there were forty or. so, ex-
perienced little difficulty in maintain-
ing order and protecting those under
their care. It speaks well for the
city that there was not a single ar-
rest made for oifense of any kind. No
accidents and no disorder of any kind
is a record to be looked at with a
pround feeling by the citizens of tho
city at largo.

During the exhibition of the fire
engines and also during the various
parades and athletic events all traffic
was held up entirely and during the
remainder of the day the main stream
ot the through traffic was swung
through the city so as to leave the
main thoroughfares clear as far as
possible.

Decorations Elaborate.

The decorations of the various busi-
ness places and private houses were
remarkably appropriate and abundant.
The extent of tho decorations was
certainly .surprising to many and
gratifying to all. Broadway in par-
tlcular was a perfect lane of the
national colors and frequent Indeed
wore tho complimentary remarks
passed upon our city for its patrio-
tism. Even the decorating firms ad-
mitted that never before had they
seen a city of our size so profusely
attired In holiday dress. Never lio-
'oro lias ho city seen such a Rala
occasion an thi3 juot past.

Program Well Carried Oat.

The remarkably large program wai
carried out without a hitch of any
kind. A great many outsiders re
marked that there were enough things
planned to last an ordinary celebra-
tion a whole week instead of a single
day, but none of the numerous events
of the program conflicted ,in the
slightest degree, The only com-
plaint heard at all was that there
was so much going on that it was
almost Impossible to 'see it all, The
monster program embracing water
sports, athletic events, civic, baby and
automobile parades, picnics, band eon-
certs, etc., was carried out fully, and
the result is that this city has been
advertised all over this and neighbor-
Ing states to such an extent that it
will not be forgotten for a long time
to come. From the enthusiasm re-
sulting from this year's celebration
there is every reason so suppose that
Old Home Day .will be an annual
feature of the city henceforth.

Festivities Started Early.
The day's festivities started early in

the morning with the grand stand as
the center of the attraction. Several
members of the puhliclty committee
mounted the stand and from that van-
tage point threw pennies and sticks
of gum to the several .hundred young-
sters who had gathered for the fun,
Much entertainment was furnished
the early-risers and not a little gain
resulted to the youngsters proving
themselves most dexterlous In the
gathering of the pennies.

Water Sports.
Shortly after this the crowd repair-

ed to the city pier where the water
sports wero scheduled to take place.
Numerous swimming, diving, canoeing
and rowing contests were staged
there for the entertainment of a huge*
throng that lined the pier almost
from end to end and filled it to its
capacity. Everything was carried off
n a perfect and ceremonious manner
under the direction of Captain Lam-
bertson. Several launches were at
his disposal and these were used for
the accommodation of the judges,
starters, etc., as well as to trail the
swimmers. These boats lent an at-
tractive view themselves with their
clever maneuvering from place to
place. On the whole this Hem of the
program proved itBelf very Interesting
and full of novelty for the many.
The prize winners received not a lit-
le applause anil they seemed well

pleased with tho appropriate prizes
awarded them.

Shortly after tho water sports were
over with, the big baseball game be-
tween the Athletics and the Y. M. C.
A. teams was started on Star Field.
The teams marched around the dia-
mond and were led by the Sacred

Heart Fife and Drum Corps, which
also played selections from time to
time during the progress of the game.
The crowd that assembled to see the
game naturally turned thoughts back
Into the past when the Athletics were
In the glory as the county champions
and once again the countless string ot
victories was called to mind. This
game was finally won by the Athletics
with "Murray" Borlund pitching and
Witzak receiving. "Shoot 'em over
Diddy" Maxfleld did the hurling for
the League champions and was re-
ceived by "Fatty" Applegate. The
score was 8 to 3.

Fire Engine Exhibit Interesting.

As the hour drew near for the ex-
hibition of the big motor fire engine
the streets began to teem with those
who wanted to see this twentieth cen-
tury wonder. This engine had ar-
rived early in the morning, having
come all the way from Chicago on
its own power. Tho throngs were
so large that It was found advisable
to send a pilot car out to go around
the course of the exhibition run to
warn the spectators to keep well
clear of the roadway.
