Candidates Poll Majorities Of Over 800

FREEHOLDER DOLAN HIGH MAN ON DEMOCRATIC TICKET

Gloom in huge clouds swept over
the Republican camp here Tuesday
night, when the returns were In and
it was found the party had made
the poorest showing in years. Al-
though only about sixty-six percent
of the registered vote had been cast,
the G. O. P. had been administered
a crushing defeat.

There was not a single bit of sat-
isfaction to be gained for the1 Re-
publicans in a perusal of the elec-
tion results from any angle. The
two local councilman candidates
were defeated by sizable margins
and the Democratic county candi-
dates went over with large majori-
ties, in some cases more than 800
votes.

Probably the greatest victory for
the Democrats came with the re-
election of William Nehrkorn, their
Fourth Ward Councilman candidate
over James Tustin. Nehrkorn came
through with a majority of ninety-
eight votes, having topped his op-
ponent in all three districts. In the
first district he gained a majority
of twenty votes; in the second dis-
trict, thirty-eight votes; and in the
third district, thirty votes. •

In the First Ward, Charles Wat-
son, Republican, a former council-
man, lost out to Anton Walczak,
Democrat, president incumbent, by
141 votes Watson carried the first
district by a majority of thirty-
three votes and the third district
by a margin of 115 votes, but these
were not large enough to overcome
the huge avalanche of Walczak
votes in the second district, which
turned out 360 Walczak votes to 71
for Watson, to give the Democrat
a majority of 289 votes in this one

district alone.

biggest local local vote cast, 1878.'
Mayor Edward Paten of Perth Am-
boy, Democratic candidate for Co-
unty Clerk, received second' highest
vote with 1815, being closely follow-
ed by Senator John E. Toolan, who
polled 1812. John V. B. Strong, Re-
publican candidate for the Assem-
bly, was the high man on the Re-
publican county ticket here.

Fred W. De Voe ran highest of
the Assembly candidate with 1603,
while (Mudrak received 1743 votes
and Vogel 1733. Chester A. Lydeck-
er, Dolan's running mate on the
Freehoder ticket, received 1708
votes here.

Morgan R. iSeiffert, of New Bru-
nswick, the Republican candidate (or
State Senator, received 1004 votes,
while the votes polled by the Re-
publican Assembly candidates were:
Heyl 998; Nielsen 1029 and Strong
1038. Maxwell Mayer of Laurence
Harbor, Republican candidate for
.County Clerk received 1028 votes,
while William J. Maher, indepen-
dent candidate for County CClerk
got but 35 votes.

A majority of 383 votes was re-
ceived by William H Jaqui, Demo-
cratic candidate for Coroner who
polled 1531, while Fred C. Skrockl,
Republican, received 1148. James Ch
Maher, independent candidate re-
ceived 63 votes.
