Recently however, the municipality
has attracted considerable attention
because of its low tax rate, and an
investigation into the causes tor this
low tax rate reveals a real business
like administration of municipal af-
fairs, divorced from the contaminat-
ing and high priced influence of poli-
tics.

There is no magnificent municipal
headquarters in Flemington, most of
the officials do their work in their
own homes and do not demand elab-
orate offices, costly to maintain in a
city headquarters. The officials of
the municipality are paid salaries
comparable weith the salaries paid
for the same type of work in private
industry, and there is no hiring of
more municipal employes at high
salaries than are needed; lor in-
stance, there is one policeman in
Flemington. and he receives a salary
of $30 a week.

Many another municipality in New
Jersey could take lessons from Flem-
ington that would be to the advan-
tage of its taxpayers.

Final Effort To Get All Firemen's
Records Straight Before They Die

Thomas 3. Doollng, secretary ol
the local Firemens Relief Associa-
tion, was authorized last wees by
the local association, to make one
more effort to get the records of lo-
cal members of the fire department
straightned out with the Newark
headquarters. The effort is to be
made direct to fire company secre-
taries and will be supplemented by
pleas from the representatives of
each fire company in the relief as-
sociation.

Objective of the final campaign
Is to get the necessary records In
satisfactory shape while the fire-
men are still on earth and able to
fill in any missing links required
by the State Association. The State
body holds final say on whether a
claim for death benefits shall be
paid or not. The decision Is made
on the basis of the record of a giv-
en fireman and if the record that
the State Headquarters has docs not
contain all the details as to service
periods, dales, companies, etc., it is
just too bad.

Probably most firemen feel com-
fortable about their Etatus in res-
pect to the death benefit claim on
the State association. But if they
really know the real status of their
records they would cooperate Imme-
diately ond perhaps violently to in-
sure the benefits being forthcoming
Wlhon they expect them to be due.

As a matter of fact the local Relief
Association has been working for
years on the records of local mem-
bers of the fire department and
there are still many records of lo-
cal firemen Incomplete. Right now
there is a claim for benefits by the
needy family of a local man who
died a year ago and because of In-
complete records there Is a strong
possibility that that claim may ne-
ver be paid.
