A public hearing wa* held last week at Middlesex
Count} College b\ representatives ot U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers and the New Jersey Department of En\ lrnnmen-
tal Protection.

Concern* about the dredge material off-loaded to the
South Amboy sand farm of McCormack were expressed by
Vincent Mackiel. an Augusta Street resident.
