Borough's Water Rates

Set to Increase
The Sayreville Borough Council, at their February

15.1995 meeting passed an Ordinance introduced by Coun-
cilman Howard Griffiths hiking water rates to residents by
?3 percent. The measure w a> quickly vetoed by Mayor John
B. McCormack. Rejecting the ordinance. McCormack in-
dicated that ihe Water A; Sewer Committee. who sponsored
this ordinance, failed to adequately explain the rationale
for the increase.

The Committee indicated the reason for the hike * as
Sayreville's recent purchase of one-third partnership in the
Duhenial Water System and the retinng oi tins debt ser-
vice. McCormack said the debt service was only a portion
of tbe S600.000 increase in operating expenses.

McCormack went further on 10 stale thai the Water \
Sewer Committee of the Council failed to make any effort
to reduce costs neither through the use (if innovative tech-
nologies nor through improved productivity or efficiencies.

McCormack also suggested that the Committee should
go after uncollected water bills rather than pass o\'i the hikes
on the residents. Specifically, he cued uncollected revenues
from the North Jersey Eneiay Associates cogenerationplant
on Jeniee Mill Road. That company is currently in nego-
tiations with the borough on their water rates.

Since February, the Council has trimmed $200,000
from the water utility budget and has brought the increase
down faun 3? percent to 2? percent in doing so. The bud-
get is now at S5.5 million. An average Sayreville water
consumer would pay approximately $20.00 more per qu;ir-
ter more for its water consumption.

McCormack will not veto the latest measure but he
also will not sign it as a form of protest. He said he will
issue an executive order directing the Borough Attorney to
aggressively go after unpaid water bills owed lo the bor-
ough.

25 years or more service with the employer or have retired
and reached Ihe aire of f>2 or older v.iih at lea-i I * years of
services with trie employer.

A similar decision was reached m Little fcyj. Harbor
Township in 1WJ m winch the union said Ha- town-.hip
violated its collective bari/ainni;- agreement by not provid-
ing health benefits for all retirees. The court held that the
municipality was not liable for such bcnelits uiiii).' prior
court decisions throughout the state.
