CANVAS STARTS

At a joint meeting of Luke A.
Lovely Post and its Ladies Auxiliary

The proposition of a playground
center while initiated and sponsored
by the Amercan Legion is such a
large undertaking that it cannot be
successfully consummated by the
Legion alone. .

The proposed playground which is
to be for the benefit of all children
of the city regardless of color, na-
tionality or creed, will be located on
the vacant property surrounding the
Legion clubhouse at Rosewell, David
and Henry streets, for which tenta-
tive selling offers have already been
made. When completed, the grounds
as planned, will compare favorably
with any playground center in this
vicinity. This property, of course,
will revert to the city authorities
when the American Legion in this
city has been terminated by the
death of its members.

It has come to b e an accepted
thng that all well regulated cities
keep the chlidren from -playing oji
the streets where trucks and automo-
biles take their toll of children's
lives. Very recently President Cool-
dge endorsed the idea of public
playgrounds in his address to the
National Conference on Outdoor
Life in the following words:

"Nearly every city is making large
appropriations for parks and play-
grounds. Get the children out of al-
leys and off the streets into the open
spaceB. Teach them trrue sports-
manship, right living .and the love of
being square."

In these times the public high-
ways congested; with traffic, are dan-
gerous play places for chldren.
South Amboy has had its share of
accidents and • notwithstanding the
financial inability of the city to pro-
vide playgrounds, the time is at hand
to secure the property necessary,
otherwise play centers established in
the future must'of necessity be lo-
cated in outlying districts beyond
convenient access. The Post antici-
pates a prompt response to its re-
quests for subscriptons for this
cause, and will donate to the fund
the entire profits of its Moonlight
Excursion to Coney Island, which
will no doubt be a substantial sum.
It is also expected that the various
fratornal anil social organizations
of the city will contribute their share
toward the expense.1
